- living in committed relationships. I want to know how members view this issue this issue. I have heard

- touching personal stories and heard stirring biblical convictions and understandings. From some, I also get a
lot of questions. Many are concerned about how this affects our congregation, and almost all are very .
concerned about how these concerns can be addressed without dividing the church family of Immanuel that we
cherish so much. My first answer on how to avoid disunity is this, we need to talk together and we need to
listen to each other.

- These “listening posts” may be for small groups or for individuals. My primary goal is to simply hear and
understand what you want to say and what you think. My second goal is to help folks understand the situation,

- and so I try to answer questions (and they have been really good questions so far) candidly as best I can.
Lastly, if people want to know how I feel or think, I will likewise be honest about that. Thanks to all
